
R2 Patio overlay 

 

 

Cleaning ς It is important that the existing patio is cleared of any dust and debris before commencement of 

any setting out work, in most cases simply sweeping the surface to remove dust will be sufficient but if the 

surface is heavily contaminated with weeds, moss, algae, etc sweeping with a stiff broom and water, or the 

use of a power wash may be required to leave a reasonably clear and clean surface. 

Setting out ς on your existing patio, measure the centre line (i.e. ½ the existing patio width) this is normally   

the edge nearest the main house wall, i.e. measurement 1.Then from the centre line to the left or right 

hand side (measure ½ the R2 overlay width, shown on the separate drawing/checklist) measurement 2 this 

is the setting out point for the outside edge of the kerb line of your new patio.  

 

Position the first full kerb using the 100mm wooden spacer blocks provided as (figure 1),  at this stage we 

would suggest loose laying a row of kerbs and flags to both the width and depth, to double check your 

setting out.

To position the overlay patio without the 100mm gap, set out the position of the side kerb with the square 

directly off the house wall. For DPC levels (See Building Regulations for England & Wales - Part C, Section 

4.4). Due to the permeable nature of the R2 overlay system any standing water will drain from the existing 

patio level.   

Installing kerbs  ς once you have established and marked the kerb positions, it is time to apply the R2 

adhesive to the base of the kerb units (Figure 3) (kerbs should be laid with the textured face up). Put on the 

gloves and goggles  provided to avoid contact with the adhesive, cut off the tip of the cartridge taking care 

not to damage the thread or yourself, attach the nozzle and cut it clearly at an angle of 45 degrees, with an 

opening of approximately 6-8mm diameter (Figure 2) and apply as shown in (Figure 3) using the sealant gun 

provided.

Once the adhesive is applied the kerb is ready to be placed (Figure 4), position the kerb and after a final 

check with the square (Figure 5), apply even downward pressure and a slight twist action, although there is 

very good initial grab, the adhesive remains flexible for minor adjustment during the first hour (try to avoid 

stepping or walking on the kerbs during the initial cure). The adhesive will be difficult to move after 2-3 

hours and fully bonded after 24 hours, dependent upon weather conditions, it is suitable for applying in 

damp or even wet conditions but should not be applied in temperatures below + 5°C. Where the existing 

patio is laid to falls, we would suggest leaving a 3-5mm gap between kerb units  to aid natural drainage. 

(Applies to kerb units along the front/ draining edge).  

 

Using the two 100mm setting out blocks 

and the square provided set out and 

mark your first two kerb units, at this 

stage it is well worth loose laying a row 

of kerbs and flags to both the width and 

depth of the patio, to double check your 

original setting out, and that your new 

R2 overlay, will clearly sit on top of the 

existing. Marking the edge of the kerb 

line with chalk/marker will help when 

permanently repositioning the kerbs

Laying paving ς before you start laying the paving flags you can lay the weed barrier provided, this will not 

be necessary on all patios but does provide additional protection. The paving flags are laid on top of the 

spacer pads provided, for the first flag you will need to snap the pads into a ¼ and ½. The ¼ pads are used 

in each corner of the patio, whilst the ½ pads are used around the edge of the patio, positioned against the 

inside face of the kerb line, (Figure 6) a full pad placed on the inside corner, lay your first flag as (Figure 7)

Position the leading edge of the flag on the first two spacers and slide the remaining spacers in place, as 

each flag is positioned it is best to check levels, any rocking of the flag can be dealt with at this time by 

lifting from the open edge and using a packing shim if required, these can be used as ¼, ½ or full circle 

shims.  Continue the process of laying the flags, (figures 8/9) making sure that each flag is pushed tight 

against the previous one and continually checking the levels, the pads will provide you with accurate joint 

widths between each flag and kerb.
